Team Guthrie Coaching Guidelines
· A coach must exhibit moral conduct on and off the mat and be an upstanding citizen in the community.

· A coach must be present for practice and/or tournaments more than what is just convenient for them and/or their child.
· A coach must have at least a copper coaching certification.

· A coach must have an intermediate knowledge of the sport of wrestling or prior experience.

· A coach must be approved by the board and then be unanimously voted in by all current coaches.

· A coach must be able to work with all age groups of children and exhibit patience during all practices, tournaments and all other club functions.

· A coach must be able to tailor to the individual needs of the children and adapt their teaching skills around the individual child when necessary.

· A coach must be able to lead by example at all times on and off the mat.

· A coach must be able to exhibit excellent communication skills with all parents, coaches and members of the board.

· A coach must be able to work through other coaches and/or board to solve problems.

· A coach must abide by the discipline policy at all times.

· A coach must follow all OKWA guidelines and coaching by-laws at all times.

· A coach must pay for their bronze coaching certification and insurance up front and then be reimbursed by January 31st of the same season if the board and coaches unanimously deem the coaches level of participation as satisfactory.

I have read and understand the above rules and guidelines and will fully comply.  I understand that my position as a coach is able to be reviewed at any time and if my coaching abilities, conduct or any other detrimental behavior is in question that my title as a coach can and will be revoked if necessary.
